Rural Talent Advancement Program

Project Concept:

The main objective of this program is to create an environment in a less-developed area conducive to better learning and achieve advancement of rural academic talents.

Day by day, students from rural areas are falling behind in the race to acquiring academic knowledge compared to students from the capital city or major towns. This is mainly because of lack of access to academic resources due to financial hardship and lack of exposure to advance and competitive education system. This program will try to circumvent this situation in a small scale by providing extra monetary and academic support to selected meritorious students, creating competitive learning environment and providing exposure to advanced resources.

Project Location:

Delduar Upozilla, Tangail District, Bangladesh

Project Intended Activity Summary:

1. At every year end, a competitive examination is arranged. Pre selected class VI (six) and VIII (eight) students from all the schools of Delduar Upozilla take part

in this examination. The question papers are prepared by the executive committee members of SpaandanB. 25 students from class six and 25 students from class eight are selected and awarded with scholarships. Each selected students from class six receive 400 taka per month and each selected student from class eight receive 700 taka per month for two consecutive years.

2. Academic progress of all the scholarship recipients is monitored closely. Any

specific needs towards achieving better academic result is brought to proper

attention and tried to be serviced.

3. At least a quarterly gathering of the scholarship recipients are arranged for general mental enrichment and exposure. These gatherings are used for various activities like directed reading, invited guest or academic celebrity lecture, video-slide presentation of relevant topics etc.

4. In phase, eligible schools are given assistance in developing computer and science laboratories, libraries, game rooms etc.

5. Various inter-school competitions, like debate, extempore speech, math and

general knowledge quiz etc are arranged among the schools.

6. So far, three exams are taken starting from 2003. Initiative for two libraries going on. Two computer labs were built through VAB (NJ based non-profit org) and Dnet in Bangladesh.
